Tennessee State Parks visitors directly spen
$725.2 million on items such as food, gas,
lodging and activities for visits to state
parks, financing nearly 12,000 jobs in Ten-
nessee communities. Additionally, the study
indicates that for every dollar spent on trips
to Tennessee State Parks, an additional $1.
of economic activity was generated, result-
ing in $1.5 billion in total industry output.
That brings the total number of jobs sup-
ported by state parks in Tennessee to more
than 18,600. Indirect business taxes from
state park visitors were estimated at $106.3
million.
According to the study, state parks also play
a role in reducing physical and mental health
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
